Environmental Strategy and Action Plan 2007 – 2010
Cambridgeshire and Peterborough Fire Authority’s Vision is:

For the Service to be a key contributor to Community Safety by proactively identifying risks and taking positive action to save lives, protect people and safeguard the environment.





Introduction
The Environmental Strategy details the environmental objectives of the Service and the role of the Authority in monitoring and supporting its delivery.
The Authority’s role is to ensure the service is efficient and effective and proposes and agrees the annual budget.  The Authority also approves the annual priorities and associated targets.
This is the first Environmental Strategy produced for Cambridgeshire Fire and Rescue Service and is focussed on demonstrating our commitment to minimising our impact on the environment over the next three years.
The strategy has been developed after considering the international standard for environmental management – ISO14001.  This is a framework for developing and implementing an Environmental Management System.  The system promotes the following concepts:
· Ensuring compliance with environmental legislation and preventing pollution;

· Implementing operational control procedures to manage areas of high environmental risk;

· Developing and achieving objectives, targets and initiatives; and

· Auditing and review process.

Benefits of an Environmental Strategy

Initially, to produce and implement an environmental policy there will be financial implications that will impact on available resources.  However, there will be immediate and long term savings as a result of a structured approach to environmental issues due to more efficient and effective working practices.

In developing and implementing an environmental strategy it will enhance the public perception of the Service within the community and demonstrate its responsibilities and commitment towards improving and protecting the environment.

General

· improve overall performance and efficiency;

· better management of environmental risks, now and in the future;

· education and training of employees ensuring their commitment to sound environmental practice;

· improve internal communications and morale as employees can be involved and contribute towards solutions to environmental issues;

· demonstrate to stakeholders our commitment to the environment;

· improve public perception of the Service;

· demonstrate an innovative and forward thinking approach; and

· increased partnership arrangements.
Financial

· provides cost savings as a result of the reduction of waste and a more efficient use of natural resources – electricity, water, gas and fuels;

potential reduction in insurance costs through demonstrating better risk management and reducing the threat of fines and penalties as a result of contravening legislation.

· The objectives of the Strategy:
· Implement policies through a co-ordinated Environmental Management System (EMS);
· assess the environmental impact of all historic, current and likely future operations;
· set environmental targets and goals designed to improve our environmental performance;
· use environmentally safe, efficient and sustainable energy sources to meet our needs;
· minimise any environmental impact of our service delivery at operational incidents;
· minimise waste, especially hazardous waste, and whenever possible recycle materials and dispose of all waste through safe and responsible methods;
· continue to reduce energy consumption and incorporate long term strategies for energy efficiency into planning and development;
· through coordinating route planning and operational delivery seek to realise the dual benefits of reduced fuel consumption and lower exhaust emissions;
· seek to minimise the environmental impact of its purchases/procurement through the adherence to environmental and sustainability purchasing guidance;
· ensure that all suppliers and contractors have similar environmental standards; and,

· raise awareness within the organisation and encourage participation at all levels through training, communications and a constant reappraisal of working methods and techniques.

	Reduce cooling systems in Server rooms and examine the possibility of re-using the heat generated elsewhere in the premises

	Install low energy lighting and light saving blinds throughout the Service, to reduce heating costs as well as increased comfort of users through reduced glare

	Consider supplying plumbed-in water cooler systems to our premises which have numerous benefits over the stand-alone water coolers:-

· reduce transport emissions (road vehicles) by eliminating the need for re-supply of bottled water so helping to maintain air quality;
· reduce landfill waste (empty water bottles) by eliminating the removal and disposal of plastic water containers;
· reduce the cost of supplying drinking water 

· removes the onus on local managers to organise water deliveries; 

· saves storage space; and
· removes the need for manual handling of full water containers therefore reducing the risk of injury to staff.
