CORPORATE PRIORITIES  -  BVPI 206(i)(ii)(iii)(iv)
 

Prior to providing an explanation to each of the BVPI 206 performance elements above, it is prudent to establish some 'actual' figures as opposed to those which have evolved around the criteria applied to each 10,000 head of population within Cambridgeshire. The Government's original PSA target was to reduce the number of deliberate 'Primary' fires by 10% from the baseline figure identified in 2001/02, the following data identifies the overall progress made by Cambridgeshire for BVPI 206 'Primary' Fires:

As can be seen from the figures, Cambridgeshire needed to achieve an overall target in 2010 of no more than 1,266 arson related 'Primary' fires. At the end of 2007/08, Cambridgeshire has already exceeded this figure by 471 incidents.

 

The Government subsequently identified 4 specific categories within BVPI 206, those being:

 

BVPI 206(i)   -   number of deliberate primary fires ( excluding vehicles ) per 10,000 population.
 

BVPI 206(ii)   -   number of deliberate primary fires in vehicles per 10,000 population.
 

BVPI 206(iii)   -   number of deliberate secondary fires ( excluding vehicles ) per 10,000 population.
 

BVPI 206(iv)   -   number of deliberate secondary fires in vehicles per 10,000 population.

When comparing the data in each yearly period, it can be seen that reductions are being made across all four BVPI’s. There was a worrying ‘blip’ in 2006/07 for BVPI (i) and (iii).

BVPI 206(i) Residential Fires –  overall there is a pleasing reduction when comparing the 2007/08 data with the previous year, the figures for Peterborough are particuarly pleasing with a reduction of 17 incidents. 

There was a small increase in the number of fires in East Camb’s, Fenland and South Camb’s.

BVPI 206(i) Non-Residential Fires – overall there is a reduction in the number of fires when comparing the 2007/08 data with the previous year, with a significant reduction in Fenland. 

Minor increases were experienced in East Camb’s, Peterborough and South Camb’s.

BVPI 206(ii) Vehicle Fires  -  work in this area is still in progress in partnership with the Local Authorities within each respective district. The removal of abandoned and burnt out vehicles is supported by a detailed protocol that each 'key partner' has signed-up to. When comparing the 2006/07 and 2007/08 periods there is a an overall reduction of 100 incidents, a significant reduction was achieved in Peterborough with a reduction of 114 deliberate vehicle fires. 

The Service should be mindful of the increases experienced within Fenland and Huntingdon, it is important that pro-active work continues on a local level across all 6 districts.
BVPI 206(iii) Derelict Buildings – in 2006/07 there was a trend upwards in the number of deliberate fires occurring in Cambridge City, Fenland, Huntingdon, Peterborough and South Camb’s, with an overall increase of 36 incidents when comparing the 2005/06 and 2006/07 data.

However, at the conclusion of 2007/08 an overall reduction of 17 incidents was achieved, the most significant reduction being made in Peterborough.

BVPI 206(iii) Grass / Heath – a significant reduction was achieved in 5 of the 6 districts, with an overall reduction of 203 incidents when comparing the 2006/07 and 2007/08 data.

The only minor increase experienced during 2007/08 was in Cambridge City. 

BVPI 206(iii) Outdoor Structures – a reduction of 24 incidents was achieved during 2007/08, with only a minor increase experienced in Huntingdon.

BVPI 206(iii) Refuse Fires  -  this continues to be a particular problem in Peterborough, Huntingdon and Cambridge City 
although there was a significant reduction in Peterborough during 2007/08 of 99 incidents. An overall reduction of 144 incidents was achieved across the County.

A greater analysis on the 'types' of rubbish fires and 'locality' ( residential / commercial etc ) will be undertaken by the ATF to determine exactly what type of arson reduction work needs to be achieved. 

BVPI 206(iii) Intentional Burning – currently this element has nil concern to the Service due to the ‘zero’ number of incidents occurring.

BVPI 206(iv) Derelict Vehicles – a reduction  of 29 incidents was achieved during 2007/08, with only a minor increase experienced in East Camb’s.
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
