Background

4.1
The Community Safety Priorities 2007/08 (attached as Appendix 1) remain fully relevant for the Service and so will continue to provide a focus for community safety activity for the forthcoming year.  The priorities identified include:

· Children and young people

· Arson

· Domestic engagement

· Performance

· National directives

However, with the introduction of Sustainable Communities Strategies for both Peterborough and Cambridgeshire, the Service must ensure it is contributing in a clear and effective way to the associated Local Area Agreement frameworks for both authorities.

Consequently, the Service has reviewed the 35 priority target areas for each authority’s LAA and identified those where it a significant contribution can be made.  In determining these areas the recommended principles of the Audit Commission were followed i.e. that only indicators that can be effectively contributed to within the realms of usual business have been chosen.  Equally the decision not to adopt the remaining 25 indicators was based on the fact that the Service is unable to effectively deliver a tangible impact within reasonable work and time constraints.
